All around the Bay Area, cities are looking to Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) to develop or redevelop their city centers into lively, walkable, and connected communities. These “transit villages” provide housing, jobs, retail and community services, and are designed to promote cost-effective transit, ease regional housing shortages, create vibrant communities and preserve open space.

Please join ULI San Francisco to learn more about this development trend through a series of tours of seven Bay Area TOD sites. Tour the featured city with its planners and a ULI Technical Assistance Panel advising the City on its TOD plans. The Panels’ advice will be shared at our 2007 TOD Marketplace on September 28th.

This seven-part series will kick-off with the East Bay City of San Pablo. City Planning Manager Avanindra Gangapuram will take us on a walking tour of the City’s 23rd Street corridor to show us the existing conditions of the 22-acre site. This area as well as other key sites in San Pablo, are far less developed than some of the other TOD sites in our series, the 23rd Street area is particularly interesting because of its great potential for TOD growth.
