All around the Bay Area, cities are looking to Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) to develop or redevelop their city centers into lively, walkable, and connected communities. These “transit villages” provide housing, jobs, retail and community services, and are designed to promote cost-effective transit, ease regional housing shortages, create vibrant communities and preserve open space.

City Planner Brian Miller will take us on a walking tour of the City’s Main Street and Bus Transfer Station at West Texas/North Texas streets. This aging commercial corridor is seen as possibly being too commercial, making it a good candidate for mixed use TOD growth.
