Meet at: The Fremont BART Station, off of BART Way off of Civic Center Drive, between Mowry and Walnut Avenues

City Planning Director Jeff Schwob will take us on a walking tour of the City’s BART station area. This site, currently an "end of the line" station that BART plans to extend southward, is zoned for mixed use development. Many sites around the station area have potential for intensified office and retail development. There are a number of conflicting opinions and interests surrounding this site. While BART’s interest lies largely in housing and some service retail development in this area, the community interests span from a desire for increased parking to seismic concerns due to station’s proximity to the Hayward fault.
