All around the Bay Area, cities are looking to Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) to develop or redevelop their city centers into lively, walkable, and connected communities. These “transit villages” provide housing, jobs, retail and community services, and are designed to promote cost-effective transit, ease regional housing shortages, create vibrant communities and preserve open space.

Please join ULI San Francisco to learn more about this development trend through a series of tours of six Bay Area TOD sites. Tour the featured city with its planners and a ULI Technical Assistance Panel advising the City on its TOD plans. The Panels’ advice will be shared at our 2007 TOD Marketplace on September 28th.

For the final tour in our TOD series, we will be going to the City of Santa Rosa’s Downtown Railroad Square, which is also the location for the City’s future SMART station. The City’s Downtown area has witnessed economic decline relative to Santa Rosa on the whole. Two-thirds of the plan area is located within one of the City’s five established redevelopment project areas. The City hopes to re-brand its Downtown as a favorable location for retail, cultural, and restaurant uses, market rate housing, and office uses attracted to the Downtown environment.
